It was agreed that perhaps a new antenna and feed line be purchased for the site.  We will try to accomplish all of this during the summer.  Funds from Homeland Security may be available.  Gene, NØMHJ, will check with them.

Carroll, KØRXC, requested that someone do a presentation at a club meeting on packet, PSK31, and other digital modes using mobile equipment.  Chris, WØADZ, will work on a presentation.
