Minutes of the May 22, 2009 Meeting

The first Public Service event will be the Crazy Horse Volksmarch on June 6&7.  Karen Kruse, NØDUW, is contact person on that event.  The next event is the Big Mick ride.  The remainders of the Special Events were discussed. 
Jerry reported on the Pierre emergency drill held on May 20.  Harry Martens, WAØMFZ, reported that perhaps there will be a change in frequencies because of propagation problems and AM broadcast radio interference at Rapid City.
Scott Rausch, WAØVKC, reported that information for contacting served agencies for ARES implementation is still in the progress of being updated.  Discussion was held about radio amateur ID cards for entrance into County EOC facilities to help with communications.  It appears not to be a high priority with county officials. Leadership from the government in Pierre will hopefully solve that issue.
Net Controllers for the Tri-State Emergency Weather Net are needed.  Net Controllers are also needed in June and July for the State Link Net on Wednesdays at 20:00.  Contact Chris for scheduling on either.

The different digital modes of communication were discussed for possible use for SET.  No decision was made.  Scott and Harry will look into implementing a possible Statewide SET.

Equipment repairs at the Lawrence County EOC have been scheduled for a later date.  Communication space at the new Lead Fire Hall is in the planning stage and will be determined at a later date.
There were no projects at present for work at Terry.  Bear Mountain work will be to move the equipment to another location with a possible new coax and antenna.  Jerry will check prices.
Scott reported that 35 SK memorials were placed at the National Cemetery graves.
